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Living and Working Conditions of Women Workers in

Unorganized Sector in Andhra Pradesh

Abstract:

The study found that a large percentage of the respondents are belongs to backward
castes, scheduled castes and scheduled tribes, of them backward castes are
predominant followed by scheduled castes and scheduled tribes. Nearly half of the
total respondents are in the age group between 25-30 years. Overwhelming majority
of the respondents is married. A large percentage of the respondents out of the total
are illiterates. Overwhelming majority of the sample families are belongs to nuclear
type. 65% of the total sample families are landless and the remaining landholding
families are small and marginal farmers. 70% of the total families are found in the
annual income between Rs.40, 000 to Rs.70, 000. Nearly 80% of the total families
are in the annual expenditure range between Rs.50, 000 — 70,000 and above. A large
percentage of the total sample families have savings between Rs.5,000 — 10,000 and
Rs.15,000 above. Half of the total sample families are indebt and major sources for
credit to the indebted families are commercial banks, friends and relatives,
employers’ local moneylenders.

Introduction:

The term unorganised worker has been
defined under the Unorganised Workers
Social Security Act, 2008, as a home
based worker, self- employed worker or
a wage worker in the unorganised
sector and includes a worker in the
organised sector who is not covered by
any of the Acts mentioned in Schedule-
Il of Act ie the Employee's
Compensation Act, 1923 (3 of 1923),
The Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 (14 of
1947), The Employees' State Insurance
Act,1948 (34 of 1948), The Employees
Provident Funds and Miscellaneous
Provision Act, 1952 (19 of 1952), The
Maternity Benefit Act, 1961 (53 of 1961)
and the Payment of Gratuity Act, 1972

(39 of 1972). According to National
Sample Survey Office survey conducted
in the year 2011-12, in both organised
and unorganised sector in the country,
the total employment was of the order
of 47 crores. Out of this about 39 crores
were in unorganized sector and the
balance of the eight crores in the
organised sector. The workers in the
unorganized sector constitute more
than ninety percent of the total
employment in the country and a
significant number of unorganised
workers are home based and engaged in
jobs like agarbatti making, papad
making, beedi rolling, tailoring, and
embroidery work.

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Objectives, Research and

approach:

design

Main objective of the study is to study
the living and working conditions of
women working in unorganized sector
in Andhra Pradesh. Multi-stage
stratified random sampling method
adopted in the selection of sample
respondents for the study. The study
covered 400 women workers working in
unorganized sector i.e., 200 each from
construction and agriculture work. As
per the information provided by the
Andhra Pradesh state building and
other construction workers welfare
board the construction workers were
selected from the districts of West
Godavari and Chittoor because these
two districts have highest number of
construction workers and agriculture
workers selected from the districts of
West Godavari and Krishna because
these two districts in the state are
agriculture potential districts. The
sample respondents were randomly
selected for the study.

Both primary and secondary sources of
data used in the study. The primary
data was collected with the help of a
structured interview schedule. The
schedule divided into two sections. First
section deals with the socio economic
profile of the respondents and their
families. Second section consists the
guestions like type of work, experience
in work, no. of days of employment in a
month, no. of working hours per day,
monthly income, problems, health
problems, facilities available at work
place, utilization of earned income,
decision making in the family,
improvement in living and working
conditions, awareness on trade unions,
various labour laws, building and other

construction workers welfare board and
its schemes etc.

Besides the study also collected data
from secondary sources from
Government offices, books and journals
etc., The collected data was analyzed
keeping in view of the objectives of the
study by using Special Package for
Social Sciences (SPSS) 26.0V. Statistical
technique like frequency percentages
used in the study.

The Unorganized
Security Act, 2008

After a long time the Government has
enacted his first social security act for
the unorganised workers in terms of the
Unorganized Workers Social Security
Act, 2008. It will offer a social security
to a gigantic group of workers in the
unorganised sector backing by
legislative power. It is result of the
report submitted by National
Commission for Enterprises in the
unorganised Sector (NCEUS) on May
16, 2006. It covers the entire country. In
this act the government should offer
suitable welfare schemes from time to
time to the unorganised worker in the
matter links to life and disability cover,
health and maternity benefit, old age
protection and any other benefits
determined by central government. This
act include 10 schemes on social
security which has mentioned in
schedule-1. These are the Rashtriya
Swasthya Bima Yojana, Aam Admi
Bima Yojana, National Old Age Pension
Scheme, Janashree Bima Yojana,
National Family Benefit Scheme,
Janani Suraksha Yojana, Pension to

Profile of Women Workers:

Women form an integral part of the
Indian workforce. The total number of
female workers in India according to
census report, 2011 is 149.8 million and
female workers in rural and urban
areas are 121.8 and 28.0 million
respectively. Out of total 149.8 million
female workers, 35.9 million females are
working as cultivators and another 61.5
million are agricultural labourers. Of
the remaining females workers, 8.5
million are in household. Industry and
43.7 million are classified as other
workers. As per Census 2011, the work
participation rate for women is 25.51
percent as compared to 25.63 percent in
2001. The Worker Population Rate
(WPR) for women in rural areas is 28.7
percent as compared to 15.7 percent in
urban areas based on 3rd EUS (2012-
13) and same is 35.1 percent in rural
area as compared to 17.5 in urban area
under 4th EUS (2013-14). As per 3rd
and 4th Annual Employment
Unemployment Survey launched by
Labour bureau in October, 2012 and
December, 2013 the overall Female
Labour Force Participation rate has
increased from 25.0 percent to 29.6

percent and under 5th EUS (2015-16)
the same has decreased to 25.8 percent.

Women in Unorganised Sector

A high proportion of working women in
India is employed in the unorganised
sector mainly in agriculture, livestock
and forestry, working women are
manifested in agricultural activities like
land preparation, seed grading, sowing,
dibbling, planting, irrigation, threshing,
winnowing, storing, crops, feeding
cattle, looking after milch animal and
poultry etc. the nature of works in
agriculture which the women labourers
perform exposes them to particular
health hazards. Perform exploded them
to particular health hazards. In various
states especially in south India, rice
transplanting is done primarily by
women laborers. This increases their
susceptibility to a number of ailments
such as intestinal and parasitic
infections, arthritis, rheumatic joints,
leech bites etc. It is observed that work
participation in the unorganised sector
has been an increasing trend.
Immobility of labour is the greatest
impediment of women labor that keeps
them confined to low paying, irregular
and local avenues of employment in
unorganised sector. Ignorance,
tradition-bound attitudes, lack of skill,
seasonal nature of employment, heavy
physical work of difficult types, lack of
job security, long hours of work, lack of
minimum facilities at the work place,
ill-treatment and bondage are some of
the features of the employment of
women in unorganised sector.

Problems Faced by the Women Workers
in Unorganized Sector:

> There is no sustainability of
employment of women workers in
unorganized sector.

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> They are not getting proper
training in unorganized sector.
> Women belonging to lower caste

and communities face more disparity in
social terms.

> They don't get right to raise
their voice and interrupt in financial
decision in their own family.

> Exploitation and harassment at
work place is the main problem of
female workers in unorganized sector.

> In unorganized sector women
are exempted from maternity benefit
and child care facilities.

> Women workers frequently face
discrimination due to gender inequality.
> Women workers do not have

benefit of Minimum Wage Act or
Factories Act, benefits like organized
sector.

> Insufficient labour law in
unorganized workers and absence of
Social Security.

Unorganised Workers are vulnerable to
diseases.

The present study deals with the
agriculture and construction workers in
Andhra Pradesh.

Women in Agriculture:

The dignity of women is largely depends
on the availability of employment for
women. The casual essence of
employment, absence of opportunities
to progress, lack of required skills,
segregation of work, unequal wages,
corrupt  surroundings  of  work,
commercialization and mechanization
of agriculture are some of the problems
that have oppressed the female
agricultural labourers. Concentration of
vast number of women in this field also
reduced the bargaining capacity of
labourers. It also affects the wage
pattern of these labourers. Women’s

presence in the labour market is
purposeful by her family situation,
education, growth in job opportunities
and the normal level of fiscal action.
Female work presence in agriculture
depends on a severity and related
growth of agriculture.

Building and other construction
workers in India and in Andhra
Pradesh:

A total of 2.58 crore construction

workers are registered across the
country with these boards as of March
2017. According to the available state-
wise data, Uttar Pradesh with 32.14
lakh has the highest number of
registered workers, followed by West
Bengal with 28.81 Ilakh workers.
Madhya Pradesh is third on the list
with 26.53 lakh registered workers.
Apart from these three states, Tamil
Nadu, Odisha, Andhra Pradesh, Kerala,
Rajasthan, Karnataka, and
Chhattisgarh have more than 10 lakh
registered workers each. Another six
states have more than 5 lakh but less
than 10 lakh registered workers. Big
states like Bihar, Gujarat, and
Jharkhand have fewer number of
workers registered with the respective
boards. Fewer than 10,000 workers are

registered in the states of Goa,
Nagaland, and Meghalaya.
In Andhra Pradesh East Godavari

district occupies first position in the
construction workers followed by
Guntur district, Krishna,
Visakhapatnam. The total workers as
per the building and other constructions
workers welfare board is comes to
18,86,717.

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Building and other workers welfare
fund in India:

The data indicates that the states that
collected the highest amount of cess
spent the least on the welfare of
construction  workers. Maharashtra
collected a total of Rs 5,074 crore, but
spent just 5% of this amount on the
welfare of workers. Similarly,
Karnataka collected Rs 3,861 crore, but
spent just 6%. Uttar Pradesh (20%),
Delhi (9%), Haryana (9%), Tamil Nadu
(35%), Rajasthan (39%), and Madhya
Pradesh (35%) are next on the list. A
total of 13 states collected more than Rs
1,000 crore each. These 13 states
collected more than 82% of the total
cess collected in the country and
together spent just 21% of the amount
collected.

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drinking water and LPG as medium of
cooking.

> A large percentage of the total
construction sample respondents
engaged in unskilled work such as brick
layers, brick carriers, mixer
preparation, watering, earth fillers,
sand cleaners, brick cleaners, stone
carries etc., In the case of agriculture
work sample respondents, most of them
involved in different kinds of activities

like sowing, weeding, harvesting,
stacking the produce, loading etc.,
> Following reasons are compelled

to majority percentage of respondents to
engage in the wage work lack of work in
the village, early marriage, small size of
land holdings, family disintegration,
large size family, financial needs, low
wages at native places, indebtedness,
better wages, working with other family
members etc.,

> Nearly 85% of the total sample
respondents have less than one and one
to two years of experience in the
present wage work.

> 75% of the total respondents
working in between 6-7 and 8-9 hours
per day.

> 39% of the total respondents
engaged in works between 25 and above
days in a month followed by nearly 30%
in between 15-20 days in a month.

> 59% of the total respondents
earning Rs.200 per day from wage work
followed by 21.25% earning Rs.250 per
day. Nearly half of the total respondents
reported that there is discrimination in
wages for the same kind of work. Nearly
65% of the sample expressed
satisfaction with the wages and the
remaining are not satisfaction.

> Following are the reasons for
not satisfaction- hard work, low wage,
long working hours, exploitation.

> Two-thirds of the total sample
respondents said that their social and
economic status was improved after
engaging in the wage work.

> Nearly half of the sample found
in the monthly income range of
Rs.5,000-6,000 followed by 33% in
between Rs.6,000-7,000.

> A large percentage of the total
respondents  reported that total
earnings are utilizing for different
purposes such as household
consumption, clearing of old debts,
savings etc.,

> 42.75% of the total respondents
said that employment in both
construction and agriculture work is
seasonal in nature. Due to lack of rain,
consecutive drought situation, under
employment are the prime concern for
non availability of work in agriculture
sector.

> A large percentage of the total
respondents facing the following
problems- unfavourable climatic

conditions, continuous work without
rest, work overload, no provision of
refreshment at work place, low wages,
rude behavior of employer, absence of
social security, lack of basic facilities,
insecurity of job, wage discrimination,
health problems, long distance etc.,

> Nearly half of the total
respondents reported that they do not
faced any harassment and the rest of
the sample facing the following different
types of harassment at work place like
verbal abuse, Eve-teasing, criticism at

work, sexual etc., by employers,
contractors, co-workers etc.,
> A large percentage of the total

sample facing one or the other below
mentioned health problems- muscle
pain, allergy, asthama and breathing,
cough etc., With regard to treatment for
health problems, a large percentage of

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the respondents approaching both
government and private hospitals.

> Majority of the total workers
reported that except drinking water
there is no other facility provided at
work places like toilets, workshed for
rest at work sites.

> Only 12.75% of
respondents involved in
making in their families.

> 86% of the total workers are
members in self help groups.

> Overwhelming majority of the
total respondents aware about the
activities of the trade unions. A large
percentage of the total sample have
membership in trade unions.

> Nearly half of the total
respondents are aware about social
security Acts and other welfare
measures of government for the welfare
of unorganized sector in general and
construction and agriculture and allied
sectors in particular.

> Awareness on the following
Labour Acts are very poor among a
large percentage of the workers-
Workmen Compensation Act, 1923,
Maternity Benefit Act, Equal
Remuneration/Wages Act, Minimum
Wages Act etc.,

> Out of the total sample only
34.50% have children. These childrens
are look after by elder children, in-laws
etc., at home.

> With regard to awareness on
the Building and Other Construction
Workers Act, only 30% are aware about
the Act. Following are the sources for
information in creating awareness
among the respondents-Trade unions,
co-workers, friends and relatives, labour
department, employer, contractor etc.,

> Of the total respondents those
who are aware building and other
construction workers welfare act 1996,

the total
decision

of them 118 respondents register their
names in the Building and Other
Construction Workers Welfare Board.

Recommendations:

> A large percentage of the
respondent families are landless.
Government  should provide free
agriculture land to the landless families.
> Nearly half of the sample
families live in semi pucca and katcha
houses. There is a need to construct
houses under housing scheme including
subsidy.

> Most of the respondents of both
sectors are unskilled labourers. In order
to develop skills among the construction
workers the Government should provide
training through National Academy of
Constructions.

> Majority of the respondents are
members in Self Help Groups. So,
facilitate institutional credit through
the scheme of Self Help Group Bank
Linkages to start income generating
activities.

> Conduct awareness programmes
with regard to legal rights, labour laws,
building and other construction workers
welfare board and its schemes among
the women workers.

> Government should take lead
for the appointment of wage fixation
committee for the workers working in
construction and agriculture sector to
uplift the economic condition of the
workers.

> Strengthen the Mahatma
Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Scheme (MGNREGS) in
creating alternative  sources of
employment in off season of agriculture

and construction activities in rural
areas.
> An external redressal

committee should be set up to enquire
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into the cases of wage exploitation, non-
medical benefits, sexual exploitation
and other forms of physical violence
against the workers by the authorities.
> Informal sector is so large and it
comprises variety of workers and all the
workers are not same in terms of
economically, socially and intellectually.
So social security schemes should be
made only for a specific group not for all
in a single.

> The existing labour laws
relating to minimum wages or social
security are not helping them in any
way. Therefore, proper implementation
of the existing laws and measures are of
utmost importance for the development
of the unorganized women workers.

> Labour legislations are out of
reach for most women workers because
they are not beneficiaries of these
legislations. Therefore, there is a need
for an integrated approach of all the
agencies.

> Monitoring and evaluation
research needs to be undertaken to
assess the effectiveness of different
schemes/programs being run for the
welfare of the unorganized women
workers.

1. The growing purchasing power and
rising influence of the social media
have enabled Indian consumers to
splurge on good things. Import of
electronic goods reached USD 53
billion in the Financial year 2017-
18.

2. The Indian Appliance and
Consumer Electronics (ACE)
market reached USD 31.48 billion
in 2017. India is considered to be
one of the largest growing
Electronics Market in the world.
Indian  Electronics market is
expected to grow at 41 per cent
CAGR between the years 2017-20 to
reach US$ 400 billion.

3. As of Financial Year 2017-18, the
Washing Machine, Refrigerator and
Air conditioner market in India was
estimated around USD 1.09 billion,
USD 3.03 billion and USD 3.1
billion respectively.

3. Intex Technologies will invest
around USD 9.27 million in 2018 in
technology software and Internet of
Things (IoT) startups in India in
order to create an ecosystem for its
consumer appliances and mobile
devices.

4. Micromax plans to invest USD
89.25 million by 2020 for
transforming itself into a consumer
electronics company.

Initiatives of Government of India

towards Consumer Durable Industry in

India

1. A draft of National Policy on
Electronics was released by the
Ministry of  Electronics and
Information Technology in October
2018.

2. A new Consumer Protection Bill has
been approved by the Union
Cabinet, Government of India that
will make the existing laws more
effective with a broader scope.

3. The mobile phone industry in India
expects that the Government of
India's boost to production of
battery chargers will result in
setting up of 365 factories, thereby
generating 800,000 jobs by the year
2025.

4. The Union Cabinet has approved
incentives up to USD 1.47 billion for
investors by amending the M-SIPS
scheme, in order to further invest in
electronics sector, and also to
increase the employment
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opportunities and minimize the
dependence on imports by the year
2020.

5. The Government of India has
allowed 100% FDI under the
automatic route in Electronics

Systems Design and Manufacturing
sector. FDI into single brand retail
has been increased from 51 per cent
to 100 per cent and the government
is planning to hike FDI limit in
multi-brand retail to 51 per cent.
The demand for Durable goods
is likely to accelerate with rising
disposable incomes and easy access to
credit. Increasing electrification of rural
areas and wide usability of online sales
would also aid growth in demand. India
with substantial population with good
amount of purchasing power of the
consumers has bright prospects in the
Durable Goods segment.
Review of Literature
Mujahid-Mukhtar, E &
Mukhtar H, (1991) identified various
cultural and economic factors that
affect women’s decision making power.
Urban women, Women in nuclear
families, Educated women, and Working
women generally have more decision
making power than Rural women,
women in extended families, Illiterate
women, and Unemployed women.
Venkateswara, M & Reddy,
Dasarapharmi B, (1997) stated that in
purchase of consumer durables, price is
relatively more important factor and
husband and wife take decision jointly.
The present market is no more
a sellers’ market, it is obviously a
buyers’ market as envisaged by Gopal
Das & Rohit Vishal Kumar, (2009) A
consumer is in the Position to influence
the manufacturer or the marketer
regarding, size, quality, content of the
product, price, post sales service, among

other things. As a result, the markets
no longer remained the "sellers market",
it obviously turned in to "buyers
market".

Lilly.J, (2010) found that in a
family, the role of the spouse was
considered to be the most important in
seeking information about television
brands and while selecting branded
television set.

Saravanam.S, (2010) stated that
the modern market is highly
competitive and transitional. The
prominence gained by an individual
consumer in marketing decision making
compels the marketers to look at the
components of marketing mix through
the customers eyes.

Hitesh D. Vyas, (2010) listed
out that the Company or Brand Name,
Guarantee / Warrantee, Price, and After
Sales Service are the important factors
in purchase of Durable Items. While the
sources of important information,
authorized dealers’ shop, technical
expert advice, role of TV as media and
influence of friends, relatives and
neighbors were also important in
purchase of durables by respondents.

Stella Minahan Patricia
Huddleston, (2010) highlighted that
women are critical to the retail industry
and they make the more of buying
decisions for the family. Daughters
represent the next generation of this
major market force. Marketers and
retailers must be cognizant of the power
of this relationship.

Kamal Nabi, MD, Kishor. C &
Lalit K.Pani, (2010) explained that the
modern day consumers live in a
crowded, competitive world of parity
products and services. The companies
have been struggling to develop mind
space with the consumers for the
durable purchase.
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Ms. Pinto Raina & Dr.
Rodriguese  Melo Filipe, (2011)
explained that consumers differ in
many ways - in likes, dislikes, attitudes,
income levels etc. consumers thus
engage in buying activity according to
their needs, preferences and buying
power.

Gurvinder S. Shergill Harjit
Sekhon Min Zhao, (2013) opined that
cultural assimilation does have an
influence on parental perceptions of
teen’s influence on family decision
making.

Torgeir Aleti Linda Brennan
Lukas Parker, (2015) reveals that
where knowledge is limited, family-
related services and household products
will be jointly considered within the
family. It is found that the consumer
knowledge and learning is bi-
directionally transferred through
consumer socialization agency.

Need for the Study

Consumer Behaviour is defined
as the *“decision-making process and
physical activity involved in acquiring,
evaluating, using and disposing of goods
and services”. In order to succeed in any
business in today's competitive market,
marketers have to know everything
about consumers. The marketer must
know the needs and wants of their
target audience. Consumer behaviour is
an integral part of marketing. It is a
complex, dynamic, multi-dimensional
process and all marketing decisions are
based on assumptions and perceptions
of Consumers.

The
market size, product penetration, the
variety and technology of products sold,
have all experienced a substantial
change. Improved product choice and
decline in real prices, matched by
increased consumer incomes have
driven the market growth rate to dizzy
heights. Now brands are becoming the
most valuable assets that a business can
possess. Products are not differentiated
in the factories, but brands are
differentiated in the customers‘mind.
Brands are capable of transforming a
normal product into a product to fulfill
one’s desire. Accordingly, the market
value of a business is determined by the
number and types of brands it holds.

Many research studies have
revealed that among the consumers, the
youth are more brands conscious and
they look the brand as a social esteem
status. The Buying behaviour of the
youth in particular is to be addressed to
understand the impact of it on
Consumer Durable Goods
Scope of the study

The present study is focused on
the buying behaviour of the youth who
are in the age group of 15 -29 Years.
The scope is also confined only to
Consumer Durable Goods. The study is
again restricted to the respondent in
Bangalore Urban area only. The
ultimate purpose of the study is to
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analyze the buying behaviour of the

youth towards Consumer Durable

Goods in Bangalore Urban Districts.

Objectives of the study

1. To study the factors influencing
the buying behaviour of
consumers in general.

2. To study the factors influencing
the buying behaviour of Youth
towards Consumer Durable Goods
in Bangalore Urban District.

3. To suggest the marketers to use
the outcomes of the study as a
means to devise the marketing
strategies to increase the market
share.

Hypothesis

Research Methodology

The present study is based on
both primary and secondary data. The
primary data were collected directly
from the respondents through a well
structured Interview schedule. To make
the respondents understand about the
durable goods, few samples were given
like Television, Washing Machine, and

Refrigerator. The Interview schedule

was given to the respondents who are of

the age group of 15 to 29 years in

Bangalore Urban District. Simple

random sampling method was adopted.

The interview schedule was given to 220

respondents and out of which 200 were

considered to be qualitative responses
for the analysis. Such 200 Interview
schedule were tabulated and inferences
were drawn from the analysis.

Statistical tools like arithmetical
averages, correlation, regression, charts
and graphs were used for the data
analysis. Karl Pearson's coefficient of
correlation is wused to find the
relationship between the variables of
the study. Percentage Analysis is very
powerful tool for the data analysis and
specifically to understand market share
of various companies and average
expenses made for consumer durables
and other aspects can be measured with
this tool. The secondary data relating to
the study were collected from books,
journals, research articles, magazines,
reports, newspapers and websites.
Operational Definition of the concepts
Youth: The term youth in this study
means a person who is in the age group
between 15-29 years. The term youth is
considered as a unisex term where it
includes both male and female.

Lifestyle: Lifestyle is
a composite of motivation, needs

and wants and it is influenced
by factors such as culture,
family, reference  groups, and social
class. The analysis of consumer

life styles (also called as psychographics)
is an important factor in determining
how consumers make  their individual
and family buying decisions.

Consumer Buying Behaviour: The
consumer buying Behaviour can be
defined as the way in which consumers
or buyers of goods and services tend to
react or behave when purchasing
products that they like.

Consumer Durable Goods: Consumer
durable goods refer to various devices
used in a household kitchen to reduce
manual human labour content and to
remove the drudgery in working place
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and to make household activities
speedy, tidy and enjoyable. In the
present day, a large number and a
variety of such household appliances
like Air conditioners, Refrigerator,
Television, Washing machine and, Wet
Grinder.

Need Recognition: Need recognition
means awareness of a want or a desire.
A buying process starts with the need
arousal. A need can be activated
through internal or external stimuli.
The basic needs of a man arise to a
particular level and become a drive and
he knows from his previous experience.
This is a case of internal stimulus. A
need can also be aroused by an external
stimulus such as the sight of a new
product in a shop while purchasing the
usual product.

Product Awareness and Information
Search: In this stage, the consumer
enters a stage of active information
search to get product awareness. He/she
tries to collect more information about
the product, its key attributes, and
qualities of various brands and about
the outlets where they are available.

Evaluation and Intention: Once interest
in a product is aroused, a customer
enters the subsequent stage of
evaluation and intention. The
evaluation stage represents the stage of
mental trial of the product. During this
stage, the consumer assigns real-time
value-weights to different products/
brands on the basis of accumulated
stock of product information and draws
conclusions  about their relative
satisfaction giving potential value. After
this evaluation, the consumer develops

the intention either to purchase or
reject the product.

Purchase: It is the terminal stage in the
buying decision process that completes
a transaction. It occurs either as a trial
or adoption. If a consumer is buying
something for the first time, from the
Behavioural view point, it may be
regarded as trial. If this experience is
positive in terms of satisfaction
derivation then repeat purchases may
occur.

Post  Purchase Behaviour:  Post
Purchase behaviour refers to the
behaviour of a consumer after his
commitment to a product has been
made. It originates out of consumer
experience regarding the use of the
product and is indicated in terms of
satisfaction. This behaviour is reflected
in repeat purchases or abstinence from
further purchase. Post Purchase
behaviour refers to that behaviour
exhibited after the purchase decision.

Limitations of the study

Although the study is conducted
with utmost care, responsibility, with
proper planning, there could be some
limitations of it due to the following:

a. The geographical limitation may
influence the generalization of the
outcome as the study is limited to
Urban areas around Bangalore only.

b. The outcome of the study
cannot be generalized without the
sampling error.

C. As the study is based on
primary data, bias in the primary data
might affect the outcome of the study.

d. The findings may hold good
only for a certain period of time due to
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the changes in the internal and external
environmental factors.
Data Analysis and
Findings

The data collected from the primary
sources and secondary sources were
analyzed using various statistical tools
used in the study. The research findings
are:

Summary of

1. 40% of the respondents were
male and 60% were female
respondents.

2. 35% of the respondents were

between 15 — 20 Years and rest of the
respondents was more than 20 years.
3. 68% of the respondents were
employed and the remaining 32%
respondents were students studying in
college pursuing their graduation and
post graduation.

4. India is considered to be the
second largest country in the world in
the Consumer Durable Market next to
China.

5. Nuclear families have become
a great potential to Indian Consumer
Durables Market.

6. As per the National Youth
Policy 2014, youth is said to be a
persons who is in the age group of 15-
29 Years.

7. India has a youth population
of more than 33 Crores as per the
National Youth Policy 2014.

8. Lifestyle of an individual plays
a key role in buying behaviour.
9. In the year 2030, India will

have a maximum youth population
and it is a great strength to Indian
economy compared to its counterparts
in the world.

10. Around 80% of the
respondents opine that their buying
behaviour is very much influenced by

respondents view that there is a peer
pressure among the youth that drives
them to choose the product at par
with their counterpart.

12. Demographic profile like age,
gender, annual income, qualification
and occupation plays a key role in
determining the lifestyle of youth and
which in turn influencing their buying
behaviour.

13. Among the many common
factors influencing the buying
behaviour of youth, branding plays a

major role among 90% of the
respondents.
14. Majority of the respondents

around 85% were of the opinion that
they buy the branded products due to
lifestyle

15. Marketing of Consumer
Durable Goods needs to be targeted to
the youth as most of them (86%) takes
the purchase decision.

16. Due to split in Undivided
Families, many nuclear families have
been emanated, and this has given a
great opportunity for the Consumer

Durable Goods Sector in Indian
Economy.
17. As many as 74% of the

respondents were living separately
after their marriage and this has
necessitated them to buy all the
consumer durable goods.

18. Around 78% of the
respondents make repeated purchases
due to their brand loyalty.

19. It is found in the study that
the qualification of the respondents
plays a key role in creating the
awareness about the product.

20. A well educated consumer
makes an informed purchase than a
un educated consumer who does not

11. Around 70% of the purchase.
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21. It is found in the study that
the income of the consumer plays a
major role in making the purchase
decisions and it is found that most of
the branded products are bought by
the consumers who are earning a
handsome salary.

22. The age factor also plays a key
role in the buying behaviour, among
the respondents around 77% takes the
purchase decisions after comparing
the product in online commercial
portal.

23. E commerce is very much used
by the youth of the present
generation.

24. The online shopping is mostly
preferred by the youth than the
conventional physical shopping due to
convenience of buying.

25. Gender, though does not have
a major influence, still it is found the
most of the female consumers were
inclined towards online shopping than
their male counterparts.

26. It is found that around 55% of
the respondents have migrated from
other states to work in Bangalore and
hence there is a need for them to buy
consumer durables in Bangalore
inspirit of their families having in
their home towns. This is also a good
potential for Consumer Durable
Goods industry in India in addition to
the demand created by Nuclear
families.

27. Word of mouth feedback is
much sought by the respondents
before buying any consumer durable
products.

28. Around 62% of the
respondents used to see the review in
the social media before taking the
purchase decision.

Suggestions

1. Youth being the main target

audience of this study as well in
reality, there is a need to understand
the changing lifestyle of the youth and
accordingly the marketer needs to
produce the consumer durable goods.
2. As in most of the cases the youth
influences the family buying
behaviour as well, the marketer needs
to promote the family oriented
products keeping in mind the present
youths’ whims and fancies.

3. As most of the consumers look
into the social media comments, the
marketer must give quality product at
reasonable price and also offer
satisfactory after sales service.

4. A Marketer should prudently aim
at capturing all the income groups of
consumers.

5. Advertisements about the
products should be made attracting to
the consumers.

6. The Marketers should give reliable
information to the consumers.

7. Interest free installment methods
would help increase the sales of the
consumer durable goods.

8. Youth being more powerful segment
in the near future, so all the marketer
needs to fine tune their strategies to
meet the challenges posed by this
dynamic youth segment in the consumer
goods industry.

9. Service during warranty period is
mostly availed by the consumers and
if done properly they are satisfied. But
some of them have not availed the
facility. Hence, door service may be
tried for those who really need such
services at door step.

10. Quality and brand name are two
important  factors, which are
considered very much for purchasing
durable goods. Hence, companies
should provide quality products and
need to build brand name.
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11. Creating a Brand Loyalty among
the customer is the need of the hour
and hence the marketer needs to
devise the various strategies to make
the customer loyal to their brand.
12. The marketer should establish
authorized sales and service centers
for all brands.
13. Product improvement is very
important in consumer‘durable goods.
If the firm continuous to make the
product, there is a need to improve in
its production or distribution so as to
yield adequate returns and capture
the potential market share.
14. As the online shopping is more
preferred by the consumers, the
marketer needs to focus on selling the
consumer durable goods through
online portals.
Conclusion

To conclude it is understood that,
Consumer Durable Goods is an
important product and everyone is in
need of it. Consumer Durable Goods
industry is in the growing sage in India.
Both manufacturers and traders are
compelled to explore every conceivable

method to improve the operational
efficiencies, in order to achieve a
substantial and profitable business

growth. The proper strategy of brand
planning is needed to achieve revenue,
sales, quality and market share. A good
strategy differentiates one company‘s
brand from the other competitors
brands. This study indicates the level of
importance attached to the various
lifestyle variables of the youth
consumer segment, which differ in
economic, educational, emotional and
other characteristics. However a special
reference has been made to the Youth
who are of the age of 15 — 29 years
located in Bangalore Urban area. The
demographic variables of the consumers

are deeply associated to their buying
behaviour. This study highlights that
there is a substantial relationship
between the lifestyle of youth and the
buying behaviour. Most of the time it is
well understood that the youth
purchases a product to enhance his
lifestyle. Hence, as per this study, the
Null  hypothesis is rejected and
alternate hypothesis is accepted to state
that, there is a significant difference in
the Lifestyle and Buying Behaviour of

Youth with respect to Consumer
Durable Goods.
The marketer of the present

competitive economy need to make note
of this changing lifestyle variables of a
youth and accordingly devise marketing
strategies to capture the potential
market share as well retain the present
market share. In the near future India
is going to become one of the youngest
populated countries with maximum
youth population. It is the great
strength to the Indian Economy in
general and in particular to the fashion
related and consumer durable industry
in particular where the youth is
ultimate target audience. If the youth
segment is well tapped by the marketer,
the consumer Durable Goods Industry
has a bright future in days to come.
